The machine features patented
technology independently developed by DIPOWER (patent number: ZL 2020200913434

CN202530264899.7). The body is made of high-strength integrated composite material, making it light,
durable, and innovative. Equipped with an innovative vortex ring launcher and a powerful fan, it produces
clear, round, long-range, and long-lasting perfect ring-shaped smoke clouds. The smoke ring’s maximum
output distance is approximately 10 meters. It also includes an RGB three-in-one LED light ring, which
produces colorful smoke rings and creates a mysterious, dreamy, and visually stunning dynamic artistic
effect. H-K1 is suitable for creating a mysterious atmosphere on stage, adding fantasy to various

performances and cultural tourism projects, and creating an unprecedented visual feast.

4 SETUP

41  AC Power

The machine has a fixed voltage power supply and can work with an input voltage of AC 100V-120V,
50/60Hz or AC 220V-240V, 50/60Hz.

To determine the product’s power requirements (circuit breaker, power outlet, and wiring), refer to the
values listed on the machine's panel label or the machine specification sheet. The listed current rating
indicates the product’s average current draw under normal conditions.

Preparing for Operation

To prepare the H-K1 for operation, perform the following steps:

After checking that the machine and all the parts are intact and complete, position the machine on flat,
unlock the fluid tank cover lock, and remove the fluid tank.

Carefully pour in PRO-C fluid, and then place the fluid tank into the machine. Note that any damage
caused by the use of other fluid is not covered under the warranty.

Double-check the power supply specifications, connect the power cord, and ensure it is plugged into
a grounded outlet.

Turn on the power switch, and the machine will immediately start heating up; “Heating Up” shows on
the display during the heating-up process. Once the machine has completed heating, the LCD screen
will show "Ready to work."

6 TECHNICAL INFORMATION

6.1 Maintenance

1. Please use DJPOWER original consumables to extend the service life of the machine. Do not allow non-
professionals to disassemble the machine, and it is strictly forbidden to modify it to avoid danger.

2. Excessive dust and liquid residue accumulation on the machine can reduce its performance and lead to
poor heat dissipation. Use an air compressor, vacuum cleaner, or soft brush to remove dust from the
machine. The casing can be wiped with a damp cloth.

3. Before storing the machine, replace the fluid with distilled water in the fluid tank and run the machine in
cleaning mode to prevent clogging of the heating pipes.

® Test and run your DJPOWER ®H-K1 every month to achieve the best performance.

6.2  Storage
6.2.1 Machine Storage

Before storing the machine, please clean and maintain the machine, empty the fluid tank, and
keep the storage environment dry.

6.2.2 Trouble Shooting
