Mounting and Rigging

Q In order to prevent the liquid from splashing to the ground after the bubbles burst, causing the

ground to be slippery, It is recommended to use a layer of absorbent cotton on the floor of the

machine to prevent slipping. When the machine is used in a suspended position, the bottom of the
machine should be kept away from people or important objects. After using, liquids scattered on the
ground should be cleaned up promptly to prevent people from slipping.
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When transferring product from extreme temperature environments, (e.g. cold truck to warm humid
ballroom) condensation may form on the internal electronics of the product. To avoid causing a failure,
allow product to fully acclimate to the surrounding environment before connecting it to power.

41 AC Power

Using the following general guidelines when mounting this product:

. Before deciding on a location for the product, make sure there is easy access to the product for
maintenance and programming purposes.

. Make sure that the structure or surface onto which you are mounting the product can support the
product’s weight (see the Technical Specifications).

. When mounting the product on the floor, make sure that the product and cables are away from people
and vehicles.

. When the machine is used for hanging, an optional lifting bracket is required (extra charge).

. When using the machine for hanging, first remove the machine casters, install the hanging bracket and
fix the machine with M6 screws (four at the bottom, two on each side).

. The top light hook hole is @13mm. Please choose a light hook of appropriate size and secure it firmly to
a truss that can support the weight of the machine. (As shown below)

5.1 Preparing for Operation

Before operating the machine, please follow the following steps to prepare:

. After checking that all the parts are intact and complete, position the machine on flat.

. Withdraw the fluid tank from its compartment and remove its cap. Add bubble fluid and fog fluid to
the specified tank.

. Verify that the plastic hoses attached to the cap are in place and in good condition without bending or
warp.

. Always connect the product to a grounded circuit. Before power on, make sure it is connected with
the rated voltage.

. Turn on the machine, and a color startup page will show on the display.

6 TECHNICAL INFORMATION

6.1 Maintenance

After each time use of the bubble fog machine, it is necessary to clean the fog head with clean water in time
to prevent the residual bubble liquid on the fog head from solidifying and gluing, which will cause it to fail to
be used normally next time!

HW-IP4 requires regular cleaning and maintenance to achieve the best performance. Some cleaning and
maintenance steps are essential. Here are the recommended steps for cleaning:

1) Unplug the product from power.

2) Empty bubble & haze fluid from the machine.

3) Add water to the bubble fluid tank.

4) Connect the product to power and allow it to warm up. Turn on the cleaning mode, and the
machine will automatically pump clean water into the machine to clean the bubble output nozzles
and tubes.

5) Run the product in a well -ventilated area. Do not allow the pump to run dry!

6) Add bubble fog and haze fluid again to continue using HW-1P4. Run the machine briefly to clear the
remaining water from the pump and heater.

7) Excessive dust, fluid residue and dirt will degrade performance and cause overheating. Remove dust
from air vents with air compressor, vacuum or soft brush. The casing could be cleaned by the damp
cloth.

If the cleaning mode is not turned off manually, the machine will automatically turn off the cleaning function
after the maximum cleaning time is 54 minutes.

Test-run your TOPCAT®HW-IP4 on a monthly basis to achieve the best
performance.

6.2 Storage

6.2.1 Machine Storage

Before storing the machine, clean it and empty the fluid tank.
